Techniques: 
 Intarsia 
 If unfamiliar, be sure to study this technique.  One resource is: 

 http://knittingincolor.blogspot.com/2008/02/intarsia-part-two-before-i-start.html 
 
 Arm holes & neck edging curls.  Looks fine, but if you don’t like this, google  
 modification to avoid this. 

 
Materials: 
 Yarn:    Worsted weight 
   2 skeins MC; 1 skein CC (each skein = 100 g or 210 yds) 
    
 Needles: Size 6 & 7 
 
 Buttons for wheels, Embroidery needle 
 
Gauge:   Size 7 needles, St st:  
   5 st = 1” 6.75 rows = 1” 
      
Front : (Measurements might not be exact.  Use best judgment by taking measurements of 
your toddler.) 
 
Size 6 needles, cast on 60 stitches.   K2, P2 for 1.5”. 
 
Change to size 7 needles.  St st (K one row; P back one row) for 5.5”.  End with WS.  (Piece 
measures 7”.) 

Beginning with RS, follow train chart for next 21 rows.  The vest is 10 1/4 inches at the last 
row of the chart. 

K2P2 one more row in MC.  Bind off on next row. 

Total length of front:  15 inches 

Embroider (free-form) smoke coming out of smokestack with CC. 
 
 
Back: 
Make same as front without train chart. 
 
Sewing Together:  Back to front, leaving enough space for arm holes and head.  I stitched 
invisible seams.  (Search YouTube if necessary.)  Sew on buttons for wheels. 
 
 



 
Abbreviations:   
CC - contrasting color 
K - knit 
MC - main color 
P - purl 
RS - right side 
St st - stockinette stitch 
WS - wrong side
